HOMELESS PREVENTION AND RAPID RE-HOUSING PROGRAM 
 
 

Due to high demand for the limited resources available, the City of Boise’s Housing and 
Community Development Division has temporarily suspended accepting new applications  
for the Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program as of 12:00 pm on February  
10, 2010 until further notice.  Applications that were accepted but not yet approved through 
El Ada Community Action Partnership prior to this date and time will be considered as 
funding becomes available.

The City of Boise received Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program funds from 
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development under the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act of 2009.  The program provides rental assistance and supportive services 
to prevent homelessness and rapidly re-house households experiencing homelessness.   The 
City of Boise subcontracted with El-Ada Community Action Partnership and the Boise 
City/Ada County Housing Authority to administer the program.  During the period between 
January 4, 2010 and February 10, 2010, an estimated 270 persons qualified and were assisted 
with these funds.
